SAFETY TIPS FOR WINTER:   

 

SPACE HEATERS - Keep space heaters at least three feet from any combustible surface; do not use 
gasoline or diesel fuel in a kerosene heater; do not use unvented heaters indoors and do not use liq-
uid fueled heaters indoors.  

KEROSENE HEATERS - Be sure your heater is in good working condition. Inspect exhaust parts for carbon buildup. Be 
sure the heater has an emergency shut off in case the heater is tipped over.   Never use fuel burning appliances without 
proper room venting. Burning fuel (coal, kerosene or propane, for example) can produce deadly fumes.  Use ONLY the 
fuel recommended by the heater manufacturer. NEVER INTRODUCE A FUEL INTO A UNIT NOT DESIGNED FOR 
THAT TYPE FUEL.  Keep kerosene, or other flammable liquids stored in approved metal containers, in well ventilated 
storage areas, outside of the house.  NEVER fill the heater while it is operating or hot. When refueling an oil or kerosene 
unit, avoid overfilling. DO NOT use cold fuel, as it may expand in the tank as it warms up.  Refueling should be done 
outside of the home (or outdoors).  Keep young children away from space heaters especially when they are wearing 
night gowns or other loose clothing that can be easily ignited.  When using a fuel burning appliance in the bedroom, be 
sure there is proper ventilation to prevent a buildup of carbon monoxide.  
WOOD STOVES AND FIREPLACES - Wood and pellet stoves and fireplaces are becoming a very common heat 
source in homes. Careful attention to safety can minimize their fire hazard. Although proper maintenance, cleaning, and 
care should reduce the chance of a chimney fire, it's always smart to be prepared. To use wood stove and fireplaces 
safely:  Be sure the fireplace or stove is installed properly. Wood stoves should have adequate clearance (36”) from 
combustible surfaces, and proper floor support and protection.  Replace the batteries in your home's smoke and carbon 
monoxide detectors annually. Check your fire extinguishers on a regular basis and recharge or replace them if neces-
sary.

The NYSDOT has conducted its annual sign 
surveillance and sent a map of Region Four sign control.   
OLD BUSINESS 
Supervisor reported the petition for WIBA 12 is in the 
process and WD 13 will begin after the holidays.  If re-
ceived, Supervisor will forward them to Attorney Essler 
for confirmation of legality.  An estimate to paint the wa-
ter tower was reported to be $550,000-600,000.  Painters 
contracted need to guaranteed 40 hours; flag men on the 
ground are getting the same rate of pay as the painters per 
the Monroe County Water Authority.  The price antici-
pated includes removal of lead paint; if there is none, it 
will be cheaper. The Hillside Chapel roof project is com-
plete and looks great.  No agreement has been received 
for purchase of large rocks by the county.  Legislator De-
Filipps explained that in 2013 the flood mitigation plan 
expired (this is holding up the rock exchange) and cost of 
a new plan is $150,000.  The County will seek grant 
funding for $112,000 to cover part of that cost.  This item 
will be taken off the agenda until further notice.  Public 
Hearings were scheduled regarding proposed Local 
Laws; see Notice on front page of this Gazette. The Town 
Board adopted the Zoning Amendments proposed to the 
text and map; they are available at the Town Hall.
