HIGHWAY/WATER DEPARTMENT REPORT

Superintendent Tracy Chalker reported that the plows
made 32 runs in the 28 days of February 2022.

The NYS Office of Temporary and Disability
Assistance has sent notice of Assistance available with past-due
water bills. Orleans County will host emergency management
training at the Carlton Recreation Hall on April 2, 2022.
OLD BUSINESS

The Town board held a public hearing to consider pro-
posed zoning amendments prior to the regular meeting. No com-
ments were given/heard. The Town Board approved the pro-
posed zoning amendments be sent to the county planning de-
partment for review.
NEW BUSINESS

The Town Board authorized an increase in town mile-
age rate from $.50 per mile to $.58 per mile pursuant to gas price
increases. (The state rate is 58.5 cents per mile). Discussion
was held regarding consideration of the transfer of Certificate of
Non-Conformance to the new owner of 16179 East Lee Road for
a Motor vehicle repair shop. NYSDEC has no record that the gas
tanks at that property were removed from 1985 to 1989. DEC
recommended the town receive proof the tanks are not still bur-
ied and/or have the soil tested for contamination. It was con-
firmed that New York State will not issue a license for repair until
the town issues the special permit. OIO mentioned that GPR
(ground penetrating radar) can be used to locate the tanks. Su-
pervisor Moy read aloud the Planning Board's list of proposed
conditions resulting from its site plan review. A majority of board
members in agreement that confirmation of the tanks having

been removed be obtained prior to any town board approval.

Il "~ were Adelbert, Alice and Eddie.

When Jesse left home his profession was farming. The Holley Standard had several articles in which farmers
were listed as news when they moved from farm to farm each year. Jesse was in Clarendon, Holley, Albion,
and Manning on different farms in his early adulthood.

Jesse attended church in Clarendon and was a member of the
Epworth League. The Epworth League was authorized by the |
General Conference of the Methodist Episcopal Church and its
purpose was to develop young church members in their reli-
gious life and provide training in churchmanship.

In 1897 Jesse left Clarendon to take a job in sales for an oil
company in Brooklyn, NY. In a letter home he stated that mak-
ing $40 per month was a good wage considering the times.

By 1899 Jesse was back in Clarendon and it was reported in the | N
Holley Standard that on January 13, 1899 there would be a L SM/W Thtw)
“box social” at his house for the benefit of the singing school.

During the late 1890’s and early 1900’s “box socials” were popular community events that were used to raise
money for schools and churches. It involved young women preparing a picnic style meal that would include
sandwiches, fruit and a dessert.

Jesse married Hattie Bell Gates of Clarendon in 1890. Jesse and Hattie had two children, Clifford born in
1900 and Mildred born in 1903. An article in the Batavia Newspaper October 21, 1905 reported that Jesse
Mower a Clarendon farmer, bought the Stannard Building on Gates Street in Bergen, erected in the summer of
1898, and containing a saw and planning mill as well as a sash and blind factory. It also said that Mr. Mower
would be operating in a week or two but would not move to Bergen until the spring. The same newspaper in
April 1906 reported that Jesse Mower, his wife and two children became residents of the village of Bergen
occupying the Church house on Gibson Street.
