Fun Facts: Common Loon
Two Common Loons were returned early January to their natural habitat, by Region 8 DEC wildlife staff, after a short stay and a
health check at Cornell University’s Janet L. Swanson Wildlife Hospital. One is a juvenile and the second is a non-breeding adult in its
winter plumage.

Fast Facts about the Common Loon:

e Loons are excellent indicators of water quality as they require crys-
tal-clear lakes with abundant populations of small fish.

e Unlike most birds, Loons have solid bones which allow the bird to
dive underwater to depths of up to 150-feet.

o They swallow most of their food underwater.

e After hatching, the chicks are carried on their parent’s backs for the
first few weeks.

e Loons are referred to as a “spirit of northern waters” and a symbol
of unspoiled wilderness.

e When taking off, loons need a “water runway” of up to a quarter mile
long for flapping their wings and running across the top of the

water to gain enough speed for lift-off.

Their legs are so far back on their bodies that they are unable to walk on B
land without appearing to “limp”. :
One Loon was found in Woodhull on the side of the road earlier this
month, while the other was found on a snowbank in Utica. It is not
known for sure why the Loons were stranded.

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CLARENDON TOWN BOARD

Meeting Highlights - February, 2025

The Town Board held a public hearing prior to the regular meeting to
consider adoption of amendments to the town zoning ordinance; as
follows: Reinstate Section 305 Seasonal Dwellings; Add Section 732
Farm Markets; Add a general statement to supplementary regulations
governing special permit uses and add a definition for Alternative Ener-
gy System (Battery Energy Storage System, BESS). No comments
were heard on the proposed amendments.

HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT REPORT -

Superintendent Chalker reported the crew has been busy plowing and
salting the roads; from January 21st to February 19t we've had 66 plow
runs. Trees have been cleaned up. Maintenance on trucks has been
done; the 405 has a new wing arm. Regarding the salt shortage, Office
of General Services (OGS) has run out of salt suppliers and is working
on procuring more salt for OGS to distribute. Superintendent Chalker
reported requesting two emergency salt deliveries; the February 5t 200
-ton order arrived today with 200 ton yet to come. 800 ton is available
for our contract with the state. American Rock Salt is short in supply
and they knew on May 1st what each town would need. At state rates,
we pay $57.33 per ton; with the shortage today's order was priced at
$113 per ton. Because they can't deliver per the contract American
Rock Salt will have to pay the difference in price. Routine water
maintenance is being done. Ninety-three red tags were hung for non-
payment of bills. Because of the weather, shut-offs were delayed;
There were 16 people on the non-payment list for shut-off. The Village
of Holley will bring its boom truck and help fix the light on the town hall.
PLAANNING BOARD REPORT -

Chairman Dave Griggs reported that the planning board meetings
scheduled for 1/28/25 and 2/18/25 were cancelled due to lack of
agenda.

HISTORIAN/HISTORICAL SOCIETY REPORT -

Historian Melissa lerlan submitted the following written report: At the
county bicentennial committee meeting last month, we received the
new tourism publication featuring the bicentennial celebration this year.
Clarendon is featured on page 11. Lynne Menz and her group did a
fantastic job on this. We will be receiving a box of these soon at the
town hall. The Clarendon Historical Society will meet on March 4t at
4pm to plan our speakers for the upcoming season. If anyone has an
idea for a speaker, please let me know. Our ox is almost finished! |
have some spots to fill in with pictures then | will be sealing it so it can
be outside on display. We had the perimeter of the CHS barn insulated
and enclosed to keep the pipes protected and replace the open lattice
that was there for years. Hoping to get the barn stained this year and
have some minor repairs to the doors from carpenter bees. The CHS
donated candy for the annual easter egg hunt being held at the Disci-
ples Methodist Church. As of late, | have been doing some repairs on
old books that we have in the Historian/Town collection. Many have
broken bindings and covers that have come apart. It is done using acid
free materials to ensure that no damage will be done and they will be
preserved. | was invited to the Holley Electric building to photograph
the inside as they are cleaning up and moving items to another area.
Several years ago, | found a website that you can post pictures on and
the person | found had many old photos of Clarendon and Holley. Two
photographs were labeled “Engine, Holley Electric Light Co.” and |
always assumed they were housed in the building on Pumping Station
Road. Turns out that they were actually housed in the village at the red
brick building. The concrete support pads that these giant machines
sat on were still there. It was definitely a very interesting discovery.

Fun fact: Holley had electricity beginning in 1889. Clarendon did not
get electricity until 1919!

SUPERVISOR REPORT -

Supervisor Dick Moy reported that every water billing there are almost
always the same people that get red tags for non-payment of their bill.
Supervisor reviewed the money spent to make the tags, hang them and
then contacting everyone again to get their payment. It was said that
‘frequent fliers’ need to be shut off without the extra time given by this
process. Supervisor asked the board members to think about an addi-
tional surcharge for those that don't pay their bills. Supervisor reported
that Hanson is requesting the NYSDEC lower the number of times they
need to test the water in the sump. No contamination has been found
in the last three years; currently they test every month. Board members
in agreement that 1/4ly or biannual testing would be sufficient. Supervi-
sor will relay that opinion to DEC. The Town’s balance in the
NYCLASS investment account is $433,220.80.

CORRESPONDENCE-

A letter requesting inclusion into the Municipal Water District was re-
ceived from a County Line Road resident that is currently and out-of-
district user; reasoning was to eliminate the annual charge on his prop-
erty taxes. Supervisor contacted the resident and explained that every-
one receiving public water has a debt charge on their tax bill paying for
construction of the waterline in their district. NYS Department of Agri-
culture & Markets has sent a Municipal Shelter Inspection Report com-
pleted on 1/30/2025; it was rated unsatisfactory as multiple kennels
have cracks in the kennel floor, missing grout and chewed wood around
the guillotine doors. Notice has been received that the Orleans County
Board of Elections intends to train inspectors in the polling locations
where they normally work. Fourth quarter 2024 Traffic Diversion Pro-
gram proceeds have been received from the County in the amount of
$480.00.

OLD BUSINESS -

Supervisor reviewed the steps taken so far in answer to residents’ re-
quest for a lower maximum speed on Glidden Road, Brown School-
house Road and Upper Holley Road in Clarendon. Proper forms have
been submitted to the Orleans County Highway Department of Public
Works, who in turn submitted the request to the NYS DOT. Assembly-
man Hawley will write a letter of support to the state hoping that will
help. Currently more funding for Water Improvement Benefit Area 14 is
needed to be affordable. The initial application was sent to Rural De-
velopment and RDA included non-chargeable parcels (ag district) in the
count to payback the project, leaving the needed funding approved
short to be affordable per parcel. MRB Engineering is working on addi-
tional funding. The Town Board, acting as lead agency, approved the
Environmental Review prepared for the proposed zoning amendments;
documents will now be sent to the Orleans County Planning Board for
review.

NEW BUSINESS -

Fred Seeman was appointed as Chairman of the Clarendon Zoning
Board of Appeals. Crystal Gurney was appointed Deputy-Chair of the
Clarendon Zoning Board of Appeals. The Board adopted a Resolution
accepting affirmation of the Justice Court Records audited by Supervi-
sor Moy and Councilman Robinson and Beth Skehan’s proposal to
maintenance the town hall garden for the 2025 season was accepted at
$725.00. The Town Board approved a renewed agreement with Nick
Penna to farm a portion of Hillside Cemetery land; the lease payment
will raise $50/year through the five-year contract.
